This CONSENT AGREEMENT is entered into by and between ALEXIS
LEHMANN, Opticians, License No. OP.013988-S and the OHIO VISION
PROFESSIONALS BOARD (“Board”), a state agency charged with enforcing Chapter
4725 of the Ohio Revised Code, and all rules promulgated thereunder.

ALEXIS LEHMANN enters into this CONSENT AGREEMENT being fully
informed of her rights under Chapter 119. of the Ohio Revised Code, including the right
to representation by counsel and the right to a formal adjudication hearing on the issues
considered herein.

BASIS FOR ACTION

This CONSENT AGREEMENT is entered into on the basis of the following
stipulations, admissions and understandings:

1. The BOARD is empowered by Section 4725.53 of the Ohio Revised
Code to refuse to grant a license, suspend or revoke a license or
impose a fine or order restitution for any of the enumerated violations.

2. The BOARD expressly reserves the right to institute additional formal
proceedings based upon any other violations of Chapter 4725 of the
Ohio Revised Code or any rules promulgated there under, whether
occurring before or after the effective date of this CONSENT
AGREEMENT.

3. ALEXIS LEHMANN is a Licensed Dispensing Optician in
the State of Ohio, and holds license number OP.013988-S

4. ALEXIS LEHMANN admits the factual and legal allegations set
forth in this Consent Agreement issued by the BOARD.
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
